SUGGESTED METHOD OF INSTALLATION 
Read instructions and check you have all the tools and accessories 
to complete the installation safely and in compliance with current 
electrical standards.  

 
1. Isolate mains supply prior to Installation. 
2. Mark out the positions for the metal fixing brackets, see 

table for distance between fixing brackets. Drill the fixing 
holes and fit suitable wall plugs.  

3. Securely mount the metal fixing brackets.  
4. Align the fitting with the fixing brackets and ensure it is 

securely clipped in place. 
5. Undo the clips along the sides of the luminaire body to 

separate diffuser and gear tray assembly from the base.    
6. Feed the supply cable through the fitted cable gland. 

Terminate the cable into the terminal block, ensuring the 
correct polarity is observed and the unit is earthed.

7. Replace and secure the diffuser and gear tray assembly 
back onto the base. Tighten the cable gland to ensure IP 
rating is maintained. 

8. Switch on the power supply and check the operation. 

Quick Emergency Function Test:  Press and hold the red non-latching button fixed inside the luminaire housing; the luminaire will switch to 
emergency mode. On releasing the test button, luminaire will revert to normal operation mode at maximum brightness.
